Dear Madams/Sirs:

You have disseminated internationally a map under copyrighters ©2009 Mapabc.com, © 2009
Europa Technologies, © 2010 Cenes/spot Image, © 2009 Tele Atlas, over which a frontier line
between Cambodia and Thailand in the sector of the Temple of Preah Vihear has been very
wrongly marked which is radically misleading and totally misguiding.

As the matter of fact, on 20 January 2010, we looked at www. Google Earth, it shows a yellow
line under Google’s title “International Borders,” that Google Earth and copyrighters took the
liberty to assert and to disseminate this yellow line to be a frontier line between Cambodia and
Thailand in the region of the Temple of Preah Vihear (as per attached copy), which is devoid of
truth and reality, and professionally irresponsible, if not pretentious.

Google’s and copyrighters’ so-called “international border” between Cambodia and Thailand, at
the Temple of Preah Vihear places almost half of the Khmer Temple in Thailand, (point 14°
23°40.40”N and 104°40°48.59”E/Elev 1981 ft).

In fact, and this is only to stress the point on the Temple of Preah Vihear, The Hague’s 15 June
1962 International Court of Justice (ICJ), which is a part of the United Nations system, used the
“Annex 1 map” to render its judgment. The “Annex 1 map” was accepted in 1908 by Thailand
based on the Franco-Siamese Convention of 1904.

Regarding the binding character of the Annex 1 map, the ICJ confirmed that ""the Court however
considers that Thailand in 1908-1909 did accept the Annex 1 map as representing the
outcome of the work of delimitation, and hence recognized the line on that map as being the
frontier line, the effect of which is to situate Preah Vihear in Cambodian territory". The
Court considers further that "Both Parties, by their conduct, recognized the line and thereby
in effect agreed to regard it as being the frontier line." By these considerations, the Court
concluded that "the acceptance of the Annex 1 map by the Parties caused the map to enter
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the treaty settlement and to become an integral part of it"; and thereby conferred on it (Annex
1 map) "a binding character".

We attach herewith a copy of the Annex 1 map, including the enlargement of the map in the
region of the Temple of Preah Vihear and the drawing of the frontier line on it.

We, therefore, request that you withdraw the already disseminated very wrong, and not
internationally recognized map, and replace it by Annex 1 map, which is an internationally
recognized map.
